To strengthen the competence and
confidence of participants to deal
effectively with risky or critical
situations, as would be the case when
working in peacekeeping missions.

METHODOLOGY The course uses a variety of

methodologies, including lectures and
presentations, outdoor activities and
simulation exercises. 75% of the course
is practical versus 25% theoretical.
